SCHOOL DEPENDS ON PROPERTY TAXES

In the United States the character and quality of school system depends on where it is, who
pays for it, and how much. Financing education in big cities is more burdensome than in rural
communities because of the higher cost of everything in the city, the larger proportion of poor
and the higher salaries of urban teachers.

Since education is mainly financed by local property taxes, wealthy communities raise more
money for their schools than indigent communities. Not long ago an important decision affecting

“Kindergarten is Too Late” is the title of the book written by Masuru Ibuku, a Japanese
educationalist and industrialist. He is profoundly concerned with early education. He proposes
that tiny children have the capacity to learn anything virtually while they are tiny. What they
learn without conscious effort at two, three or four years of age can only be learnt with great
effort or may not be learnt at all in later life. What adults learn painfully children learn joyfully.
What adults learn at a snail’s pace tiny children learn almost speedily. Adults sometimes avoid
learning while tiny children would rather learn than eat. The most difficult things that man
undertakes are such things as learning foreign languages, learning to read and learning to play
the violin or piano.

All that is required for tiny children to grow up speaking foreign languages fluently,
reading the most complex of languages, doing instant mathematics, swimming, riding horse-
back, painting in oils, playing the violin and doing them all masterfully, is that we give our
children love (we commonly do),respect ( we rarely do), and joyful exposure to the things we
wish them to know.

Is it difficult to imagine that the world would be a richer, saner, safer, lovelier place if all
children have mastered languages, arts and basic sciences before they have grown to be
teenagers, and could then use their teen years to study semantics, ethics as well as advanced arts
and advanced sciences? It is difficult to imagine what the world would be like if tiny children
had their burning rage to learn fed and fanned instead of smothered in toys and games.

INFORMATION PROCESSING DURING CHILDHOOD

There exists a theory based on the information-processing approach. This approach to
development describes cognitive activities in terms of how people take in information, use it, and
remember it. Developmental psychologists taking this approach focus on gradual quantitative
changes in children’s mental capacities, rather than on qualitative advances or stages of
development.

Research by these psychologists demonstrates that, as children get older, their information-
processing skills gradually get better. Older children have longer attention spans. They take in
information and shift their attention from one task to another more rapidly. They are also more
efficient in processing information once it is received. For example, they code information into
fewer dimensions and divide tasks into steps that can be processed one after another.

There are also marked improvements in children’s memory storage capacity. Preschoolers
can keep only two or three pieces of information in mind at the same time, older children can
remember more.

Testing for Intelligence
Psychologists have not reached a consensus on how best to define intelligence. Working

definitions describe intelligence in terms of reasoning, problem solving, and dealing with
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environment. 1Q tests measure some, but not all, of these aspects of intelligence. Let’s look at the
history of 1Q tests.

In 1904 the French government appointed psychologist Alfred Binet to a commission charged
with identifying, studying, and providing special educational programs for children who were
not doing well at school. As a part of his work on the commission, Binet developed a set, or a
battery, of intellectual test items that provided the model for today’s intelligence tests. In
creating his test, Binet assumed that intelligence is involved in many reasoning, thinking and
problem-solving activities. His tests included tasks such as unwrapping a piece of candy,
repeating numbers or sentences from memory, and identifying familiar objects. Binet also
assumed that children’s abilities increase with age. About a decade after Binet published his test,
Lewis Terman at Stanford University developed an English version known as the Stanford-Binet.
Terman added items to measure the intelligence of adults and revised the method of scoring.
Mental age was divided by chronological age, and the quotient was multiplied by 100. The result
was called the intelligence quotient, or 1Q. Thus, a child whose mental age and chronological age
were equal would have an IQ of 100, which is considered “average” intelligence. From this
method of scoring came the term 1Q test, a name of a widely used test designed to measure
intelligence on an objective, standardized scale.

Nowadays in schools the Stanford-Binet and Wechsler tests are the most popular individually
administered intelligence tests. Both includes subtests and provide scores for parts of the tests as
well as an overall score. Currently, a person’s IQ score reflects how far that person’s
performance on the test deviates from the average performance by people in his or her age group.

IQ tests are reasonably reliable, and they do a good job of predicting academic success.
However, IQ tests assess only some of the abilities that might be considered aspects of
intelligence, and they may favor those most familiar with middle-class culture. Nonetheless, this

familiarity is important for academic and occupational success.

CLEFT LIP AND CLEFT PALATE

Cleft lip should be repaired as soon as possible after birth. As to cleft palate repair, opinion
is different. Some specialists prefer to operate when the child is eight or ten months old; others
prefer to wait until the child is eighteen or twenty-four months of age. As a rule, more than one
operation is required to close the cleft completely. Real speech re-education cannot begin until
surgical repair has been completed. In cases where surgical repair must be delayed it is desirable,
that the child receive phonetic instruction. But first of all the teacher must consult the clinical
center regarding the patient.

The child must, first of all, learn to direct the air stream through the mouth, instead of
through the nose as has been his habit.

Boys do better when they are taught by men, study finds
By Richard Gamer, Education editor

Boys will perform better in education if they have a male teacher in their primary school,
according to research published today. A study of more than 1,000 men reveals almost half of
them (48 per cent) cited male primary school teachers as having had the most impact on them
during their school life. In addition, 35 per cent said having a male teacher challenged them to
work harder at school while 22 per cent said males had boosted their confidence in their own
ability.

The research, for the Training and Development Agency - the body responsible for teacher
training - comes as the number of males qualifying to teach is at its lowest for five years -23.8
per cent. Only 13 per cent of all primary school teachers are men. The research, carried out by
ICM, is backed up by psychologists who point out that - with the growing number of one-parent
families where children are brought up by their mother  a teacher may be a child's only male
role model. Dr Tanya Byron, the clinical psychologist and government adviser, said: "Male
primary school teachers can often be stable and reliable figures in the lives of the children they
teach."The number of males qualifying to teach was 1.5 per cent down in 2006-07 compared with
the previous year. However, with primary school registrations, the figure has been rising by 1 per
cent a year to 16 per cent. The TDA is launching a campaign to encourage men to teach. It wants
recruits to follow in the footsteps of Simon Horrocks, who quit his job as a supermarket manager
to start teaching aged 39.

Until the early 1900°s everybody with a hearing loss was classified as “deaf”.

The term “hard of hearing” has been adopted from the German expression
“Schwerhorigkeit”.

The hard of hearing (h.o.h.) is sometimes called “the partially deaf”, “deafened”, or
“partially hearing”.

In school practice the fundamental difference between “the deaf” and the “hard of hearing”
is established by the amount of speech and language they possessed, established before the onset
of the hearing handicap.
The hard of hearing child has a distinct advantage over the deaf child in having some
experience with speech and language.
Regardless of the type and degree of his impairment, the h.o.h. (hard of hearing) person
must learn to listen attentively if he wishes to learn to hear properly again. The use of a hearing
aid is fundamental to any programme of re-educating residual hearing.

The hard of hearing are provided with a rehabilitation programme including auditory
training, lipreading.
The hard of hearing children are expected to use the combined sense of hearing and sight in
the perception of speech as they are instructed in lipreading and auditory training.

In almost all classes for h.o.h. children there are pupils of varying degrees of intelligence
and language backgrounds. The academic group is composed of those who wish to continue
through high school. The vocational group is for those who wish to go to work soon after they
have reached the limit of the compulsory school law.

It Bears Repeating
By Christine Gralow

Two of my preschool students with autism are currently going through stages of repeating their
favorite words and phrases over and over again. Both students repeat lines from their favorite
children's videos and books — stories and episodes of "Dora the Explorer,” "Blue's Clues,” and
"Max and Ruby." Amanda repeatedly says, "Benny the Bull,” who, as | was slow to realize after
hearing his name dozens of times one day, is her favorite "Dora" character. She has also memorized
many of Benny the Bull's lines from the show, and she repeats them at seemingly random moments.
David repeats the word "notebook.™ At first, | thought he just really liked the word, or that he was
proud of himself for learning it. Then, after he began repeating lines from "Blue's Clues,” | realized
"notebook," came from Joe's "handy dandy notebook™ in the show. And lest this excessive repetition
be blamed solely on TV and DVD's, one of my former students, who rarely watched TV, repeated her
favorite scene from the book "Harold and the Purple Crayon™ "moose and porcupine eating pies!"

While the ability to remember and repeat words is an important step in every child's language
development, many children with autism tend to repeat words excessively and in socially
inappropriate contexts. A child with autism may repeat the same word or phrase hundreds of times a
day (which can drive their parents and teachers a little batty). In the autism education field, repeating
lines from movies, TV shows and books is known as scripting, or echolalia. (Some people use the
terms scripting and echolalia interchangeably, while others distinguish echolalia as repeating words
spoken by live people, not in shows.) Scripting was famously portrayed in the film "Rain Man," when
Raymond Babbitt, the autistic character played by Dustin Hoffman, memorized and repeated Abbot
and Costello's comedic skit, "Who's on First." In the film, Raymond seemed to use scripting to calm
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himself in stressful social situations. At times, my students appear to script for a similar calming
effect; at others, it seems to be meaningless, out-of-control repetition. Despite the many challenges
this behavior presents, it is possible for young students with autism to use it in socially appropriate
contexts. Encouraging them to do so is one of my goals as a special education teacher. Many of my
students have proven themselves capable of memorizing a word or phrase, associating it with a
particular emotion or social situation, and then attempting to use the phrase when they encounter a
similar emotional or social situation. One of my favorite examples of this is described in Paula Kluth's
book, "You're Going to Love This Kid." Kluth tells the story of a boy who said, "Go to hell,
lieutenant,” when he was upset. The boy was scripting from the film "A Few Good Men" and he
correctly associated the phrase with anger. In another case, one of my students memorized the phrase,
"Hello, everyone. How are you today?" — one of his teachers often said this when she entered the
classroom. One day, when | brought the boy home, he walked into his family's apartment and said,
"Hello, everyone. How are you today?" His parents and 1 were floored. At the time, this was by far the
most socially meaningful language the boy had ever used. While he had learned the phrase through
rote memory, he showed progress in social communication — a skill that children with autism often
lack — by correctly associating the phrase with entering a room and greeting people.

One thing | cannot do as a teacher is miraculously change the way my students' brains develop or the
way they process language. There is clearly something in the brain development and language
processing of children with autism that differs from their typically developing peers. Genetic
researchers, such as the scientists with the Autism Genome Project, are currently trying to pinpoint the
root causes of the disorder. We don't yet have all the scientific answers to what causes autism, and it
remains to be seen whether a cure will be developed, or whether a "cure” is something that would be
welcomed by those affected by autism. Many parents have told me they would welcome a cure,
while many higher-functioning autistic adults are offended by the notion of needing to be cured. In
the meantime, there are language development techniques that teachers and parents can use to help
children with autism begin to socially connect with their peers and families. One of the programs |
learned while training and working with the Center for Autism and Related Disorders is a social
questions activity. Using the basic principles of Applied Behavior Analysis (ABA), | am able to teach
my students to answer questions ranging in difficulty from, "How old are you?" to "What was your
favorite part of the book?" While my students typically learn to answer these questions in a rote
manner by memorizing the questions and answers, the next step is to take what they have learned
through memorization and use it in socially meaningful situations at school.

David, the boy who repeats lines from "Blue’s Clues,” was able to quickly learn the answers to many
socially relevant questions. During shack time at preschool last week, I asked him, "What's your
mommy's name?" We had worked on this question, so he quickly answered correctly. Then | asked
one of his classmates at the snack table what her mommy’s name was, and soon all of the children at
the table were telling their friends their mommy's names. We then did the same activity with daddy's
names and favorite foods. (Of course, teachers should be sensitive to kids who may not have both
parents.) These are the kinds of basic, pre-school level conversations that come naturally to most kids.
But David needs to be taught to participate in such conversations in a step-by-step manner. That's
where breaking things down through ABA becomes helpful. While I am not a strict ABA
practitioner in the classroom, | do find it helpful to use the basic principles of breaking larger tasks
into smaller steps and quickly reinforcing my students for achieving each step. Within ABA, there is
a more recently developed model that | use called the Verbal Behavior Approach. This model is
especially useful for language development activities.

While | can't get inside David's brain to know for sure what he's thinking, something does seem to
click for him when he participates in these kinds of peer conversations at school, and he seems to
enjoy them. Being able to use his memorized language with his peers, and hearing that they have
different answers to the same questions, does appear to be helping him connect with, them socially.
Throughout the pre-school year, our social question activities will become more complex and, step-
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by-step, we will build up to asking questions and initiating peer conversations. The ultimate goal is
for David to begin talking with his peers more spontaneously. Spontaneity in language is difficult to
teach, but | aim to give David more opportunities to reach this stage by pushing him beyond his
scripted comfort zone. Language issues like this, which can be so exasperating for parents and
teachers, do not disappear overnight, but I find it helpful as a teacher to keep in mind that the same
strong memorization skills my students use while scripting can be shaped into socially meaningful
language.

STUTTERING

Stuttering is a disorder of childhood. The incidence of stuttering is highest from the age of
six to ten; as the age of puberty is approached, the number of cases of stuttering decreases
markedly.

More boys than girls stutter.

This fact is certainly significant. This is because boys learn speech more slowly and are
more apt to have speech defects of all kinds than girls.

Stuttering has certain hereditary aspects. The persistent recurrence of this disorder in
certain families is difficult to explain merely on the basis of imitation. The fact that many of the
stutterers in those families had little or no contact with stuttering relatives indicated the presence
of some biological transmittable factor. Twinning, left-handedness and stuttering are often
associated as hereditary factors.

The so-called speech organs of stutterers are structurally normal as in non-stutterers.

The stutterer’s articulatory muscles show some slowness. He cannot move his muscles as
fast as continuously or as independently as a non-stutterer can.

During a stuttering block, a serious disorganization of the integrating centers of the central
nervous system takes place. An asymmetrical action of paired muscles on the two sides of the
face appears lack of co-ordination of the limbs or eyes occurs.

It is necessary for parents and teachers to co-operate with the specialist (speech therapist)
in the treatment of stuttering. Irritating factors in the environment should be removed. We have a
problem of preventing the development of fears and anxiety. The stuttering spasms usually
produce fear and anxiety; they, in turn, result in more serious and complex speech blocks, which
of themselves create fears. The speech-therapist who examines the cases of stuttering will
indicate, of course, the specific measures for the treatment of each case. These specific measures
are different. There is no sudden cure, but there is every reason to hope for improvement.

But first of all the specialist should persuade the patient that the first thing which he must
understand is he must learn to live with the stuttering. Of course he ~ does not want to stutter,
he would prefer not to stutter. However the more he tries to avoid stuttering the more he stutters.
When he acquires the objective attitude to his stuttering, the second phase of therapy may be
begun, namely, the process of eliminating the habit of substituting other words for words upon
which the stutterer fears he will block. As the speech of the stutterer is rapid, stirred, indistinct, it
is desirable to give the stutterer the opportunity to participate in choral reading and  singing. A
very important aspect in speech training for the stutterer is the acquisition of slow speech of a
normal rhythm.

This information is important to choose the most effective procedures for the treatment of
stuttering.

Nature of Memory

Human memory depends on a complex mental system. There are three basic memory
processes. Encoding transforms stimulus information into some type of mental representation.
Encoding can be acoustic (by sound), visual (by appearance), or semantic (by meaning). Storage
maintains information in the memory system over time. Retrieval is the process of gaining access
to previously stored information. There are three types of memory: episodic memory, semantic
memory and procedural memory.

Any memory of a specific event that happened while you were present is an episodic memory
— such as what you had for dinner yesterday, what you did last summer. Semantic memory
contains generalized knowledge of the world that does not involve memory of a specific event.
Procedural memory, which involves the skill learning, provides the memory for how to do things
— how to ride a bike, read a map, or tie a shoelace.

Many activities require all three types of memory.

Memory is full of paradoxes. It is common, for example, for people to remember the name of
their first-grade teacher but not the name of someone they met just a minute ago. Like
perception, memory is selective. While people retain a great deal of information, they also lose a
great deal.

Memory is intimately tied to many other aspects of psychology. Without memory, you would
not know how to shut off your alarm clock, take a shower, get dressed, or recognize objects.

LEHRER VON HEUTE

Lehrer von heute. Wie sind sie? Die Akademie der padagogische Wissenschaften der
BRD filihrte eine Praxisanalyse durch. Es wurden die Unterrichtsbeobachtungen, die Gespréche
mit den Lehrern, Schilern und Eltern durchgefiihrt. Sie zeigten, dass es einige wesentliche
Merkmale gibt, die einen Lehrer charakterisieren, der heute wiinschenswert ist.

1. Merkmal: Sie sind «schulerorientiert». Bei der Planung ihres Unterrichts lassen sie
sich von solchen Uberlegungen leiten wie: Uber welches Wissen und Koénnen sollen die Schiiler
am Ende dieser Stoffeinheit, dieser Unterrichtsstunde verfligen? Welche weltanschaulichen
Positionen sollen herausgebildet und vertieft werden? Was soll im Hinblick auf die
Charakterentwicklung moralischer Werte erreicht werden? Welche Zweifel bewegen die
Schiiler? usw. Von diesen Uberlegungen her legen sie die Unterrichtsziele fest, strukturieren den
Stoff, bestimmen die notwendigen Schilertatigkeiten, die Formen der Kommunikation zwischen
den  Schulern. Sie nehmen die Schiler ernst, versuchen ihre  Alters-und
Entwicklungsbesonderheiten zu erfassen. Sie machen den Schiilern Mut zur Mitarbeit.

2. Merkmal: Sie sorgen sich sehr bewuBt um jeden einzelnen Schiiler. Besonders
geduldig bemiihen sie sich um jene, die Schwierigkeiten haben. Ebenso bewuf3t und zielstrebig
bemiihen sie sich darum, leistungsstarke Schiler, Schiiler mit besonderen Interessen, Fahigkeiten
und Fertigkeiten zu fordern. lhnen erteilen sie zuweilen anspruchsvollere Aufgaben bei der
Vorbereitung auf den Unterricht (Materialsammlungen, Ausarbeitung von Schilervortragen u. a.
m.) und im Unterricht selbst (Erteilen von Aufgaben mit htherem Schwierigkeitsgrad, Hilfe fir
leistungsschwache Schiler, Nutzung spezifischer wissenschaftlich-technischer und kultureller
Interessengebiete). Es ist erstaunlich, wie gut viele dieser Lehrer um die individuellen
Besonderheiten ihrer Schiler wissen: ihre Interessen, ihre geistigen Fahigkeiten, ihre
Willensqualitaten, ihre groRRen und kleinen Sorgen.

3. Merkmal: Sie reagieren sehr geschickt in nicht voraussehbaren Situationen. Sie
besitzen die Fahigkeit, eine komplizierte Situation rasch zu Uberschauen und die richtigen
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Entscheidungen zu treffen. Sie sind in der Lage, das geplante Ziel der Unterrichtsstunde und das
methodische Vorgehen schnell zu andern, wenn sie auf unvorhergesehene Wissensliicken bei
den Schulern stol3en. Sie sind in der Lage, richtig auf Verstolie gegen Ordnung und Disziplin zu
reagieren.

4. Merkmal: Sie verstehen es besonders gut, Kontrolle und Bewertung
personlichkeitsfordernd zu handhaben. Im Unterricht dieser Lehrer wird durchgéngig straff
kontrolliert und gerecht bewertet. Ihre Grundhaltung bei der Bewertung und Zensierung ist: Was
gefordert wurde, wird kontrolliert! Dabei bedenken sie: Die Bewertung und Zensierung soll die
Entwicklung der Schiiler fordern und nicht hemmen. Diese Grundeinstellung macht sie fir
feinste AuRerungen positiver Ansitze bei den Schiilern. Meisterhaft beherrschen sie die
sogenannten kleinen Formen der Bewertung wie Mimik, Gestik, Blicke, kurze Hinweise,
Reaktionen auf Schulerantworten und setzen sie so ein, dal jedem Schiiler-auch den
schwacheren - die stimulierende Zuwendung durch den Lehrer zuteil wird. Sehr viel Wert legen
sie auf die Begriindimg von Zensuren. Nach ihrer Erfahrung ist das im Zusammenhang mit der
Zensierung gegebene Worturteil fir die Schiiler hdufig bedeutsamer als die Zensur selbst.

5. Merkmal: Sie beherrschen das sogenannte paddagogische ABC, all die «kleinen» Dinge
in der Erziehungsarbeit im Unterricht. Diese Lehrer sehen die Erziehungsaufgaben (wie z. B.
Herausbildung positiver Lern- und Arbeits-gewohnheiten, Erziehung zu Ordnung und Disziplin,
Entwicklung des Schiilerkollektivs u. a.) und verfolgen sie bewuft und zielstrebig.

6. Merkmal: Sie haben oft originelle Ideen, sind einfallsreich und erfinderisch in der
Unterrichtsgestaltung. Originelle Ideen werden besonders bei ihnen beobachtet im Hinblick auf:
- das Einbeziehen neuer Erkenntnisse «ihrer» Wissenschaft; -die Einbeziehung historischer und
aktueller Zeitdokumente;

-den «Einbau» von Uberraschungsmomenten in den UnterrichtsprozeR. Einfallsreich sind sie
auch im Hinblick auf die Handhabung von Lob und Strafe. Diese Lehrer haben auch mehr Zeit
fur ihre Schiiler im aulRerunterrichtlichen Bereich.

Andreas Pauly. Wenn man sich nicht mehr um seine Freundschaften und Hobbys kiimmert, wird
es seiner Meinung nach ungesund. Und die korperlichen Auswirkungen der Mediensucht kann
man messen. Pauly erklart: ,,Verhaltenssucht heift, durch ein Verhalten wird ein &hnlicher Effekt
wie bei Alkohol im Gehirnausgeldst, sodass ich tatsachlich in einen Rausch komme.*

FUr Suchtige gibt es Verhaltenstherapien, mit denen sie wieder zu einem gesunden
Medien konsumzuriickfinden sollen. Aber weil Medien im Alltag omnipréasent sind, ist es gar
nicht so einfach, den eigenen Konsum zu reduzieren. Pauly erkldart das Problem: ,,Auf Alkohol
kann ich verzichten, um diese Sucht wirklich auszuknocken, aber ich werde mein Leben nicht
mehr ohne Medien gestalten kénnen.*

Pauly findet es wichtig, dass sowohl Jugendliche als auch Erwachsene immer wieder Zeit
offline verbringen. Immer mehr Firmen richten sogar Offline-Zeiten ein, in denen sich die
Mitarbeiter von den Medien erholen kdnnen. Denn schon das blaue Licht von Smartphones und
Bildschirmen sorgt daftr, dass wir weniger gut schlafen, so Pauly. Es kann so einfach sein, den
eigenen Medienkonsum im Alltag zu reduzieren: Sich mit einem Freund auf eine Tasse Kaffee
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treffen, statt zu chatten, oder jemanden auf der Strale nach dem Weg fragen, statt ,,Google
Maps‘ zu nutzen.
