Elections in the United Kingdom

For electoral purposes the United Kingdom is divided into 659
constituencies each of which returns one member to the House of Commons.
Constituencies vary in size and area; the average electorate is around 68,000.
There are four permanent Parliamentary Boundary Commissions one each for
England, Wales, Scotland and Northern Ireland - that review constituency size to
ensure that constituencies have broadly similar numbers of electors. British
citizens, and citizens of other Commonwealth countries and the Republic of
Ireland resident in the United Kingdom, may vote in parliamentary elections
provided that they are aged 18 or over; included in the register of electors for the
constituency; and not subject to any legal incapacity to vote. British citizens
living abroad may apply to register as electors for a period of up to 15 years
after they have left the United Kingdom.

Voting is not compulsory in the United Kingdom and the simple majority
system is used for Westminster elections; proportional representation is used in
the elections to the Scottish Parliament, National Assembly for Wales and the
Northern Ireland Assembly. Each elector may cast one vote and usually does so
in person at a polling station. Candidates are elected if they have more votes
than any of the other candidates (although not necessarily an absolute majority
over all other candidates). As in other European Union countries, participation in
voting at General Elections has declined, and the turnout in the 2001 General
Election was 59 per cent, the lowest since the First World War. The Government
has taken a number of measures designed to increase the number of people who
vote in elections, including the introduction of postal voting on demand and a
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rolling electoral register, updated monthly, to enable voters to register at any
time of the year. New voting procedures are being tested at local elections.

2 BapUAHT
Crime and Punishment

If we look into history we shall find that laws, which are, or ought to be,
conventions between men in a state of freedom, have been, for the most part the
work of the passions of a few, or the consequences of a fortuitous or temporary
necessity.Observe that by justice | understand nothing more than that bond
which is necessary to keep the interest of individuals united, without which men
would return to their original state of barbarity. All punishments which exceed
the necessity of preserving this bond are in their nature unjust.

The end of punishment, therefore, is no other than to prevent the criminal
from doing further injury to society, and to prevent others from committing the
like offence. Such punishments, therefore, and such a mode of inflicting them,
ought to be chosen, as will make the strongest and most lasting impressions on
the minds of others, with the least torment to the body of the criminal.

The torture of a criminal during the course of his trial is a cruelty
consecrated by custom in most nations. It is used with an intent either to make
him confess his crime, or to explain some contradiction into which he had been
led during his examination, or discover his accomplices, or for some kind of
metaphysical and incomprehensible purgation of infamy, or, finally, in order to
discover other crimes of which he is not accused, but of which he may be guilty.

No man can be judged a criminal until he be found guilty; nor can society
take from him the public protection until it have been proved that he has violated
the conditions on which it was granted. What right, then, but that of power, can
authorise the punishment of a citizen so long as there remains any doubt of his
guilt? This dilemma is frequent. Either he is guilty, or not guilty. If guilty, he
should only suffer the punishment ordained by the laws, and torture becomes
useless, as his confession is unnecessary. If he be not guilty, you torture the
innocent; for, in the eye of the law, every man is innocent whose crime has not
been proved.Crimes are more effectually prevented by the certainty than the
severity of punishment.

In proportion as punishments become more cruel, the minds of men, as a
fluid rises to the same height with that which surrounds it, grow hardened and
insensible; and the force of the passions still continuing in the space of an
hundred years the wheel terrifies no more than formerly the prison. That a
punishment may produce the effect required, it is sufficient that the evil it
occasions should exceed the good expected from the crime, including in the
calculation the certainty of the punishment, and the privation of the expected
advantage. All severity beyond this is superfluous, and therefore tyrannical.

3 BapUaHT
Do the crime serve the time
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Do the crime serve the time mean that if you commit a crime you should
expect to be punished. Firstly what does crime mean? As Wikipedia says Crime
Is the breaking of rules or laws for which some government can ultimately
prescribe a conviction.

Rights and responsibilities

Ever since the beginning of modern society, crime and punishment have
been linked together. Depend on the seriousness of the crime, those who break
the laws are punished accordingly. The standard definition of crime, is any
action that is prohibited, prosecuted, and punished by criminal law. Therefore,
crime cannot exist without some form of legal system to label criminal behavior.

There are minor offences, like burglary or mugging. In spite of their minor
Importance, it cause depression. Just imagine a person whose things were stolen.
Annoying and depressing feelings. Blackmail is a low-down action. It hurts and
ruins. In some cases threats even more dangerous than actions. Moreover, there
are dreaded offences, which punished severely. Kidnapping is a major offence.
Just imagine the grief and sorrow of the parents whose baby was stolen and they
will never see him or her again! The most terrible crime, inexcusable and

unexplainable, cruel and unreasonable, is a murder, no doubt. Each case must be
judged thoroughly and detailed. And the punishment in this case must be
inevitable and timely.

Punishment are classified and grouped according to clauses and
paragraphs. The severity of the crime and number of times the offender has been
convicted of crimes generally dictate the form of punishment that the judge will
sentence the convicted to. Alternative forms of punishments are tailored to the
specific case and involve holding signs detailing the crime while standing in a
conspicuous location, completing community service or participating in
programs aimed at helping the convicted realize how their crime hurts
themselves and society. These punishments are typically handed down to
offenders committing misdemeanors and work as a deterrent to the community.
Some individuals would argue these punishments focus more on humiliation of
the criminal rather than punishment. Probation, parole, electronic monitoring
and house arrest are restrictive forms of punishment typically handed out to
criminals whose crimes were not severe. Probation and parole include
restrictions on travel, work requirements and the offender must submit to routine
check in and drug and alcohol testing.

Crime

In ordinary language, a crime is an unlawful act punishable by a state or other
authority. The term "crime™ does not, in modern criminal law, have any simple
and universally accepted definition, though statutory definitions have been
provided for certain purposes. The most popular view is that crime is
a category created by law; in other words, something is a crime if declared as
such by the relevant and applicable law. One proposed definition is that a crime
or offence (or criminal offence) is an act harmful not only to some individual or
individuals but also to a community, society or the state (“a public wrong").
Such acts are forbidden and punishable by law.

The notion that acts such as murder, rape and theft are to be prohibited exists
worldwide. What precisely is a criminal offence is defined by criminal law of
each country. While many have a catalogue of crimes called the criminal code,
In some common law countries no such comprehensive statute exists.

The state (government) has the power to severely restrict one's liberty for
committing a crime. In modern societies, there are proceduresto which
investigations and trials must adhere. If found guilty, an offender may
be sentenced to a form of reparation such as acommunity sentence, or,
depending on the nature of their offence, to undergo imprisonment, life
Imprisonment or, in some jurisdictions, execution.

Usually, to be classified as a crime, the "act of doing something criminal” (actus
reus) must — with certain exceptions — be accompanied by the "intention to do
something criminal”.

While every crime violates the law, not every violation of the law counts as a
crime. Breaches of private law (torts and breaches of contract) are not
automatically punished by the state, but can be enforced through civil procedure.

God awarded victory in US court case

A US court has rejected a case brought against God by an American politician.
the courts to stop God from harming people. Mr Ernie Chambers, the longest-
serving senator in the state of Nebraska, tried to use. Chambers, 71, filed a
lawsuit that ordered God to stop causing “widespread death, destruction and
terrorization of millions upon millions of the Earth's inhabitants”. He listed
examples of the terrible things God allows to happen on Earth, including
“fearsome floods, horrendous hurricanes, earthquakes, plagues, famine,
genocidal wars, birth defects, terrifying tornadoes and the like". Chambers said
the “defendant”, God, has not apologized for any of the troubles brought to
Earth, saying the Almighty has shown “neither compassion nor remorse”.

The court judge threw Mr. Chambers’ case out on a technicality. Nebraska state
law requires all defendants in court cases to have an address. This is so state
officials can deliver papers requesting the defendant attends court. Mr.
Chambers disputed this. He said the court acknowledged the existence of God
and because of this, it knew God was everywhere so there was no need for a
street address. He added that: "Since God knows everything, God has notice of
this lawsuit." Mr. Chambers’ real reason for his actions is not because he has
any grudge against God. He said he simply wants to show that law courts are
open and available to anyone. He said: "Anyone can sue anyone they choose,
even God." The senator has 30 days to decide whether to appeal against the
ruling.
