EARLY EDUCATION

“Kindergarten is Too Late” is the title of the book written by Masuru
Ibuku, a Japanese educationalist and industrialist. He is profoundly
concerned with early education. He proposes that tiny children have the
capacity to learn anything virtually while they are tiny. What they learn
without conscious effort at two, three or four years of age can only be
learnt with great effort or may not be learnt at all in later life. What adults
learn painfully children learn joyfully. What adults learn at a snail’s pace
tiny children learn almost speedily. Adults sometimes avoid learning while
tiny children would rather learn than eat. The most difficult things that man
undertakes are such things as learning foreign languages, learning to read
and learning to play the violin or piano. While these things are mastered
with difficulty by adults they can be mastered easily and joyfully by tiny
children.

All that is required for tiny children to grow up speaking foreign
languages fluently, reading the most complex of languages, doing instant
mathematics, swimming, riding horse-back, painting in oils, playing the
violin and doing them all masterfully, is that we give our children love (we
commonly do), respect (we rarely do), and joyful exposure to the things we
wish them to know.

Is it difficult to imagine that the world would be a richer, saner, safer,
lovelier place if all children have mastered languages, arts and basic
sciences before they have grown to be teenagers, and could then use their
teen years to study semantics, ethics as well as advanced arts and advanced
sciences? It is difficult to imagine what the world would be like if tiny
children had their burning rage to learn fed and fanned instead of
smothered in toys and games.

Single-parent Families

The problems experienced by widows and widowers, divorcees and
unmarried parents vary to some extent, although there are common factors.
Loneliness is a potential problem for all single parents, and people who are
widowed have special burdens in coping with bereavement at the same
time as adjusting to life as a single parent.

Other emotional problems for single parents include their feeling of

guilt towards their children. Children may feel deprived and express
resentment towards the parent with whom they live. This may be caused
partly by treatment received from other children at school, or even by
tactless comments by teachers. Concern for children can also make it
difficult for single parents to form new relationships, since children may
feel threatened by the entry of a new adult into their lives.
Single-parent families tend, as a group, to be less well-off than other
families. The costs of running a home are not substantially reduced because
there is only one adult. Rents, mortgages and heating bills, for example,
remain the same. In addition, many two-parent families benefit from
having two incomes. Single parents face extra costs for child-care, if they
want to work or have a social life.

Even where a lone parent has employment, the family is likely to be
less well-off than other families. There are several reasons for this. First,
the majority of single parents are women and women tend to earn less than
men, despite the existance of equal pay legislation. Second, working often
involves paying for child-care. Work is not organised in such a way as to
make running a family at the same time an easy task. Even in the best
situations - for example, teaching- school holidays do not always coincide,
evening meetings are held and all plans, are thrown into chaos if a child is
ill.

The problems of working and the limited availability of suitable
child-care result in many single parents being forced to rely on income
support. These benefits are means-tested and barely provide for existence.
Single parents with paid employment are privileged by comparison, since
they receive extra tax relief and increased child benefit.

For example, British women didn't go into pubs at the beginning of this
century because it was not considered respectable behaviour for a woman.
Now both women and men drink freely is pubs and women are fully
integrated into public life. Visitors to Britain are often surprised by the
strange behaviour of the inhabitants. One of the worst mistakes is to get on
a bus without waiting your turn in the queue. The other people in the queue
will probably complain loudly! Queuing is a national habit and it is
considered polite or good manners to wait for your turn. In some countries
it is considered bad manners to eat in the street, whereas in Britain it is
common to see people having a snack whilst walking down the road,
especially at lunchtime. Britons may be surprised to see young children in
restaurants in the evening because children are not usually taken out to
restaurants late at night. And if they make a noise in public or in a
restaurant it is considered very rude. In recent years children are playing a
more active role and they are now accepted in many pubs and restaurants.
In recent years smoking has received a lot of bad publicity, and fewer
British people now smoke. Many companies have banned smoking from
their offices and canteens. Smoking is now banned on the London
Underground, in cinemas and theaters and most buses. It's becoming less
and less acceptable to smoke in a public place. It is considered rude or bad
manners to smoke in someone's house without permission. . Social rules are
an important part of our culture as they passed down through history. The
British have an expression for following these "unwritten rules™: "When in
Rome, do as the Romans do".

A MODERN STUDENT IN THE ANCIENT UNIVERSITY
Like all British universities, Oxford is a state university not a private
one. Students are selected on the basis of their results in the national
examination or the special Oxford entrance examination. There are
many applicants, and nobody can get a place by paying. Successful
candidates are admitted to a specified college of the university: that will
be their home for the next three years, and for longer if they admitted to
study for a postgraduate degree. They will be mostly taught by tutors
from their own college. Teaching is pleasantly informal and personal;
an undergraduate (apart from those in the natural sciences who spend
all day in the laboratories) will spend an hour a week with his or her
"tutor"; perhaps in the company of one other student. Each of them will
have written an essay for the tutor, which serves as the basis for
discussion, arguments, the exposition of ideals and academic methods.
At the end of the hour students go away with a new essay title and a list
of books that might be helpful in preparing for the essay. Other kinds of
teaching such as lectures and seminars are normally optional; popular
lecturers can attract audience from several faculties, while others may
find themselves speaking to two or three loyal students or maybe to no-
one at all. So, in theory, if you're good at reading, thinking and writing
quickly, you can spend five days out of seven being idle: sleeping,
taking part in sport in students clubs, in acting and singing, in arguing,
drinking, having parties. In practice, most students at Oxford are
enthusiastic about academic life, and many of the more conscientious
ones work for days on each essay, sometimes sitting up through the
night with a wet towel round their heads. At the end of three years, all
students face a dreadful ordeal: "Finals™. The victims are obliged to
dress up for the occasion in black and white, and old-fashioned ritual
that may help to calm the nerves. They crowd into huge, bleak
examination building and sit for three hours writing what they hope is
beautiful prose on half-remembered or strangely forgotten subjects. In
the afternoon they assemble for another three hours of writing. After
three or five days of this torture they emerge, blinking into sunlight and
stagger off for the biggest party of them all. Postgraduates (often just
called graduates) are mostly busy with research for their theses, and



they spend days in their college libraries or in the richly endowed, four-
hundred-year-old Bodleian Library which is one of England's great
national libraries. If a student wants to spend two or three years doing
postgraduate study he has two big problems. First, he has to persuade
the college of his choice that he is academically better qualified than
many other candidates from all over the world; second he has to pay
fees and living expenses, and the university recommends not less than
$24,000 per annum. There are very few scholarships. He has to write to
the Graduate Admission office, University Offices, Wellington Square,
Oxford and ask for Graduate Studies prospectus. His chances of
success are small because so many people have the same wish; but
surprises do happen. On May 1st every year Oxford celebrates its
unique spring festival with choirboys singing a Latin hymn from the
top of the beautiful tower of Magdalene College at six o'clock in the
morning. Thousands of people gather under the tower to hear them
sing, some of them having waited for many hours. It is quite magical.
And a tiny group of College fellows stands at the top of the tower with
the choirboys in the misty, early morning air, looking over that splendid
prospect.

Eltern durchgefiihrt. Sie zeigten, dass es einige wesentliche Merkmale gibt,
die einen Lehrer charakterisieren, der heute wiinschenswert ist.

1. Merkmal: Sie sind «schiilerorientiert». Bei der Planung ihres
Unterrichts lassen sie sich von solchen Uberlegungen leiten wie: Uber
welches Wissen und Konnen sollen die Schiiler am Ende dieser
Stoffeinheit, dieser Unterrichtsstunde verfiigen? Welche weltanschaulichen
Positionen sollen herausgebildet und vertieft werden? Was soll im Hinblick
auf die Charakterentwicklung moralischer Werte erreicht werden? Welche
Zweifel bewegen die Schiiler? usw. Von diesen Uberlegungen her legen sie
die Unterrichtsziele fest, strukturieren den Stoff, bestimmen die
notwendigen Schiilertdtigkeiten, die Formen der Kommunikation zwischen



den Schiilern. Sie nehmen die Schiiler ernst, versuchen ihre Alters-und
Entwicklungsbesonderheiten zu erfassen. Sie machen den Schiilern Mut zur
Mitarbeit.

2. Merkmal: Sie sorgen sich sehr bewufit um jeden einzelnen
Schiiler. Besonders geduldig bemiihen sie sich um jene, die
Schwierigkeiten haben. Ebenso bewuft und zielstrebig bemiihen sie sich
darum, leistungsstarke Schiiler, Schiiler mit besonderen Interessen,
Féahigkeiten und Fertigkeiten zu fordern. lhnen erteilen sie zuweilen
anspruchsvollere Aufgaben bei der Vorbereitung auf den Unterricht
(Materialsammlungen, Ausarbeitung von Schiilervortrigen u. a. m.) und im
Unterricht selbst (Erteilen von Aufgaben mit hoherem Schwierigkeitsgrad,
Hilfe  fiir  leistungsschwache  Schiiler, Nutzung  spezifischer
wissenschaftlich-technischer und kultureller Interessengebiete). Es ist
erstaunlich, wie gut viele dieser Lehrer um die individuellen
Besonderheiten ihrer Schiiler wissen: ihre Interessen, ihre geistigen
Fahigkeiten, ithre Willensqualitdten, ihre grof3en und kleinen Sorgen.

3. Merkmal: Sie reagieren sehr geschickt in nicht voraussehbaren
Situationen. Sie besitzen die Fahigkeit, eine komplizierte Situation rasch zu
iberschauen und die richtigen Entscheidungen zu treffen. Sie sind in der
Lage, das geplante Ziel der Unterrichtsstunde und das methodische
Vorgehen schnell zu é&ndern, wenn sie auf unvorhergesehene
Wissensliicken bei den Schiilern stoflen. Sie sind in der Lage, richtig auf
Verstoe gegen Ordnung und Disziplin zu reagieren.

4. Merkmal: Sie verstehen es besonders gut, Kontrolle und
Bewertung personlichkeitsfordernd zu handhaben. Im Unterricht dieser
Lehrer wird durchgingig straff kontrolliert und gerecht bewertet. IThre
Grundhaltung bei der Bewertung und Zensierung ist: Was gefordert wurde,
wird kontrolliert! Dabei bedenken sie: Die Bewertung und Zensierung soll
die Entwicklung der Schiiler fordern und nicht hemmen. Diese
Grundeinstellung macht sie fiir feinste AuBerungen positiver Ansitze bei
den Schiilern. Meisterhaft beherrschen sie die sogenannten kleinen Formen
der Bewertung wie Mimik, Gestik, Blicke, kurze Hinweise, Reaktionen auf
Schiilerantworten und setzen sie so ein, dal jedem Schiiler-auch den
schwécheren - die stimulierende Zuwendung durch den Lehrer zuteil wird.
Sehr viel Wert legen sie auf die Begriindimg von Zensuren. Nach ihrer
Erfahrung ist das im Zusammenhang mit der Zensierung gegebene
Worturteil fiir die Schiiler hiufig bedeutsamer als die Zensur selbst.

5. Merkmal: Sie beherrschen das sogenannte padagogische ABC, all
die «kleinen» Dinge in der Erziehungsarbeit im Unterricht. Diese Lehrer
sehen die Erziehungsaufgaben (wie z. B. Herausbildung positiver Lern-
und Arbeits-gewohnheiten, Erziehung zu Ordnung und Disziplin,
Entwicklung des Schiilerkollektivs u. a.) und verfolgen sie bewufit und
zielstrebig.



6. Merkmal: Sie haben oft originelle Ideen, sind einfallsreich und
erfinderisch in der Unterrichtsgestaltung. Originelle Ideen werden
besonders bei ihnen beobachtet im Hinblick auf:

- das Einbeziechen neuer Erkenntnisse «ihrer» Wissenschaft; -die
Einbeziehung historischer und aktueller Zeitdokumente;

-den «Einbau» von Uberraschungsmomenten in den UnterrichtsprozeB.
Einfallsreich sind sie auch im Hinblick auf die Handhabung von Lob und
Strafe. Diese Lehrer haben auch mehr Zeit fiir ihre Schiiler im
auflerunterrichtlichen Bereich.

Wenn das Smartphone siichtig macht (Deutsche Welle 28.12.2016)

Mittlerweile ist es normal, im Alltag stindig das Smartphone zu

benutzen. Die Nutzung wird allerdings ungesund, wenn die Medien zur
Sucht werden. Darum ist es wichtig, immer wieder mal Zeit offline zu
verbringen.
Das Smartphone ist in der heutigen Zeit unser stindiger Begleiter: Mit
,,Spotify* horen wir Musik, mit ,,WhatsApp* chatten wir und auf , Netflix*
gucken wir Filme. Wir nutzen es privat und beruflich. Manche Menschen
haben mittlerweile das Gefiihl, ohne ihr Smartphone gar nicht mehr leben
zu konnen. In unserer Gesellschaft ist der hdufige Gebrauch von Medien im
Alltag bereits normal. Aber wann ist jemand siichtig?

,An der Stundenzahl alleine kann man es nicht festmachen®, sagt der
Medienpadagoge Andreas Pauly. Wenn man sich nicht mehr um seine
Freundschaften und Hobbys kiimmert, wird es seiner Meinung nach
ungesund. Und die korperlichen Auswirkungen der Mediensucht kann man
messen. Pauly erklart: ,,Verhaltenssucht heil3t, durch ein Verhalten wird ein
dhnlicher Effekt wie bei Alkohol im Gehirnausgeldst, sodass ich tatsdchlich
in einen Rausch komme.*

Fiir Siichtige gibt es Verhaltenstherapien, mit denen sie wieder zu
einem gesunden Medien konsumzuriickfinden sollen. Aber weil Medien im
Alltag omniprasent sind, ist es gar nicht so einfach, den eigenen Konsum
zu reduzieren. Pauly erkldart das Problem: ,,Auf Alkohol kann ich
verzichten, um diese Sucht wirklich auszuknocken, aber ich werde mein
Leben nicht mehr ohne Medien gestalten kénnen.*

Pauly findet es wichtig, dass sowohl Jugendliche als auch
Erwachsene immer wieder Zeit offline verbringen. Immer mehr Firmen
richten sogar Offline-Zeiten ein, in denen sich die Mitarbeiter von den
Medien erholen konnen. Denn schon das blaue Licht von Smartphones und
Bildschirmen sorgt dafiir, dass wir weniger gut schlafen, so Pauly. Es kann
so einfach sein, den eigenen Medienkonsum im Alltag zu reduzieren: Sich



mit einem Freund auf eine Tasse Kaffee treffen, statt zu chatten, oder
jemanden auf der StraBle nach dem Weg fragen, statt ,,Google Maps* zu
nutzen.
