4. As you know, conflict is not always destructive — it is an essential element of many phenomena if
viewed dialectically. But today we are dealing with conflict as confrontation (though it need not
always be a violent one). Read the text below (published in 1965) and answer the following
question: Do the 20™ century realities prove that confrontation is inevitable?

World War I, like former wars, was essentially a struggle between nations, the result of a
breakdown in the balance of international powers. Although the alignment of combatants was much
the same in World War II, the nature of the conflict was different. In the axis powers, Germany,
Italy, and Japan, authoritarian ideology and national feeling were one and the same thing. The
Western nations did rely on nationalism to fortify their peoples in the struggle, but the alliance
between them rested on a genuinely ideological foundation, the defense of a liberal democracy.

Since 1954 the main line of cleavage between nations has been equally ideological. The
main advanced industrial nations of Western Europe have composed their ancient quarrels and have




gathered together, under American leadership and protection, to confront the communist world. The
invention of nuclear weapons and of virtually indestructible methods of delivering them by long-
range missiles has made it clear that a third world war would bring civilization to an end.

The destructiveness of World Wars I and II led to much reflection about international
conflict. Its most radical form is the doctrine of pacifism. The Russian novelist Leo Tolstoi had
expounded a deliberately naive version of gospel Christianity in which the commandment “Thou
shalt not kill” had to be interpreted literally. Rejecting violence, the Indian leader Mahatma Gandhi
(1869-1948) conducted Indian resistance to British rule by the method of non-violent disobedience.

A more moderate position was taken by the advocates of federal union between nations or
other forms of world government. In January 1918, the liberal American president Woodrow Wilson
concluded his peace program with a demand for the setting-up of “a general association of nations”.
A modified version of his scheme was put into effect as the League of Nations. Only governments
were represented, and it had no means of enforcing its decisions. It was therefore merely a
convenient forum for the expression of conflicting views. Its post-1945 successor is the United
Nations organization, which sends forces to world trouble-spots (=seats of tension). It has a much
wider range of activities than the League. Through its agencies, i.e., the World Health Organization,
and through its Technical Assistance branch, it contributes aid to developing countries.

In Africa and Asia, the rapid retreat of the European colonial powers has resulted in a great
increase in the number of non-white, under-developed nations. The new nationalism of these
emergent nations is partly a reaction against the paternalistic imperialism of the 19" century Europe.
Insofar as it was more than a policy of the exploitation of natural resources and cheap labor, 19"
century imperialism regarded the non-white nations as children in need of the parental tutelage of
the advanced white societies. Some viewed this tutelage as a necessary period of training, others
regarded the superiority of the white European as innate. Taken up by Hitler as the prime article of
the Nazi creed, racism has survived the destruction of Nazism.

Theories of innate racial superiority and inferiority have no factual foundation. But there is
an obvious difference in intellectual, social, and economic achievement between the West and the
non-Western world. The industrially advanced white peoples are divided from the rest of the world
by deep-seated political and social hostility. The Soviet Union’s attempt to assume leadership of the
underprivileged majority of the human race fails on this account.

Which types are predominant
in the contemporary world? Are they always of a destructive nature? Which types are most
frequently observable in contemporary Russia?

CONFLICTS IN THE MODERN WORLD
The target skills are those of comparison and generalization

1. Seventy-three years after "the war to end all wars" (P.S.: The article was written in 1992), five full-fledged
wars and at least 17 lesser conflicts boil and simmer across Europe. What is going on? Why are these people
unfurling the soiled banner of nationalism? Why are they killing each other on a continent that was
supposed to offer the preeminent model for supranational integration? What is going on is the death of
Europe as we know it, the Europe carved up by the Versailles Treaty of 1919, and Yalta in 1945 by the
winners of the two world wars. President Bush's vision of a "New World order" has turned, in the pun, of
dozens of European newspaper headlines, into a "New World Disorder".

Begin with the title you have chosen, sum up the text in a sentence or two and add a few sentences
to enhance the effect the author sought to produce.

2. Substantial wars now lash the former Yugoslavia (...) and in Turkey, where government troops are
fighting Kurdish guerillas. Ten other less intense national conflicts simmer in the former Soviet Union
alone.(...) Some places remain mired in decades-old bloodshed. Ethnic tensions keep growing in a dozen
other places. Ethnic Albanians in Kosovo want independence; Hungary is worried about Hungarian
minorities in Serbia, Romania and Slovakia; and Poland is concerned about Polish minorities in Lithuania.
Welsh and Scottish nationalists want increased autonomy from the United Kingdom; Flems and Walloons
eye each other with increased suspicion in Belgium...

Update the given information or, if you find it urgent enough, supply it with more examples
of ethnic tension. Take care to vary your vocabulary when naming the seats of tension.

3. Nationalism Unleashed. Under communism, the nationalist chauvinisms that racked the continent
through the 19" and early 20" centuries were silenced but never eliminated. Now those forces have been
unleashed. "As if buried beneath a sheet of ice, ... ethnic conflicts were in a state of suspended animation
under communist rule. Now that this sheet has cracked, these conflicts are surfacing violently" (Klaus
Kinkel). Add the economic mayhem resulting from the shift toward capitalism, the absence of demographic
traditions and the presence of minorities that can be used as scapegoats, and the conflicts are pushed to the
point of explosion. It is nationalism reduced to absurd tribalism, where the right to independence is claimed
by even the most bantam ethnic groups.

Agree or disagree with the main idea and try to suggest your own image to account for the
unleashing of chauvinism.

4. In the most potentially explosive situation, Russia is keeping a wary eye on the safety of 25 million ethnic
Russians who live scattered around 14 Soviet republics. Once a pampered 'imperial minority" sent out by
Moscow to run local governments, factories and universities, these Russians are now "foreigners", often
unable to speak the local language and apprehensive about their hosts. Unresolved disputes so often hooded
in the darkest sides of nationalism are the worst challenges to European security today.

Neo-nazi and ultranationalist parties have done increasingly well in Germany since unification in
1990. While western Germans have tried to repress their nationalism since WW 11, eastern Germans are just
awakening to nationalist sentiments denied them through 45 years of "internationalist" communist rule. "We
tried not to be Germans and they were never allowed to be Germans", said a West-German expert. "And
when they were allowed to be Germans, they were disgusted at the fact that we wanted to be Europeans
rather than Germans".
How can you explain the similarity in the growth of nationalism under two absolutely different
conditions: the disintegration of the USSR and the integration of Germany? What are the
tendencies underlying both realities?

And yet, if you dared to predict the future, do the present-day tendencies promise us world
integration or a world of separatism? What is lost and what is gained by the collapse of
multinational states?

HUMAN RIGHTS

1. Read the following extract from the remarks by U. S. Secretary of State Warren Christopher at
the World Conference on Human Rights (June 14, 1993, Vienna, Austria) and suggest a
continuation (1-2 paragraphs) that would come logically (start with the italicized sentence):

The Universal Declaration enshrines a timeless truth for all people and all nations: “Respect
for human rights and fundamental freedoms is the foundation of freedom, justice and peace” on the




earth. The Declaration’s drafters met the challenge of respecting the world’s diversity, while
reflecting values that are universal.

Even before the Declaration was adopted, the Cold War had begun to cast a chilling shadow.
But the framers of the Declaration hoped that each successive generation would strengthen the
Declaration through its struggles. It is for each generation to redeem the promise of the framers’
work.

Time and again since the adoption of the Universal Declaration, human rights activism has
unlocked prison cells and carved out pockets of freedom for individuals living under repression.
Today, the global movement from despotism to democracy is transforming entire political systems
and opening freedom’s door to whole societies.

2. Translate the four opportunities mentioned into Russian (at home) and practice back translation
in class:

The distance between human rights principles and their application is great. The world today, however,
provides four tremendous opportunities to relate the theory of human rights to its practice. These are
summarized as follows:

First, it is possible to integrate and invigorate the human rights, ecological and environmental
development movements, to combine the environmentalists’ Earth Charter and the Universal Declaration of
Human Rights.

Second, the world community is presented with a great opportunity for a global “learning
experience.” December 10, 1998, was the S0™ anniversary of the adoption by the General Assembly of the
United Nations of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights. On the eve of the third millennium, the world
community should pull together a global educational campaign, integrating in this campaign not only the five
components of human rights in the Universal Declaration, but also the components contained in the Global
Charter on Ecology and Development.

Third, the increasing awareness of widespread poverty, affecting every nation in the world to some
degree and probably more than half of the world’s total population, is leading to a new focus on human
rights. The greatest and most widespread violation of human rights today is poverty. We cannot imagine
anything more cruel, vicious or obscene than letting small babies and children die of hunger in the midst of
material abundance. Latin America, at least, is sending forth a rising tide of literature on the rights of the
poor, and there is no doubt that the United States will continue to debate this issue in the years to come.

Fourth, the world community has been made painfully aware that nation-states, previously thought of
as isolated cultural islands, are increasingly obsolescent. During the “liberal” years, global awareness and
sensitivity to other cultures were often considered to be optional exercises. Today, multiculturalism is a
present reality, and must be more widely understood and practiced. The United States of America is itself a
living laboratory of multiculturalism, and could give the tired world a new vision of the core values
associated with diversity.
